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Synonymous with the red wine of  Argentina, the 2011 Recuerdo Malbec is cultivated 
in the Uco Valley, which is situated on the eastern side of  the Andes Mountains in 
Mendoza. A deep violet color, the wine opens with an arresting nose of  ripe, black 
fruit, cola, and spicy herbs.  The palate explodes with bright blackberry and dark 
cherry, framed by lively acidity and subtle tannins. The intense mouthfeel seamlessly 
rounds out the finish. This wine pairs well with a variety of  heavier fare and will offer 
a daily respite for lovers of  Cabernet Sauvignon and other full-bodied red wines.
